	Cultural section.
Research on a cultural topic relating to a country where French/Spanish is spoken. You can use English, French or Spanish and must follow the success criteria. For example, a particular festival in the country, the work of an artist, author, painter, etc.

	Language game.

As a language magazine, you must design a game for students to learn a specific topic or vocabulary. You can create word-searches, table games, snakes and ladders, crosswords, card sorts, etc.

	The monthly gift from your language magazine.
Every magazine offers a gift for their readers. You will need to design and create the gift that will be given to your readers. 

The front cover
Design the magazine’s front cover to advertise your magazine.

	Extension. Design your language quiz.
Create and design a language quiz (about grammar, vocabulary or cultural knowledge) with multiple choice questions.

	Unexpected questions and answers.
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The cultural topic of your magazine should include:
Research on a cultural topic of a country where French/Spanish is spoken and write an article about it. You can use English, French or Spanish; this is your choice. You must also follow the success criteria. You could choose a topic from:
· A review of a festival of the country where Spanish/French is spoken. For example, the carnival, Los San Fermines (bull running festival), la tomatina (tomatoes fight party), flamenco fair, le Mardi gras or jour de la Bastille ( French revolution) in France.

· A review of a film made by a Spanish speaking director and filmed in Spanish. For example, Pan’s labyrinth, The others, Che Guevara, The Orphanage, Talk to her.

· A tourist review of a city where Spanish is spoken. For example: Lima, Buenos Aires, Madrid, Barcelona,Mexico City, La Habana, Paris, Quebec in Canada. 
· A review of the work of an artist (author or painter). You could research on a writer or painter’s work and explain why you like/dislike and a description of the work. For example: Cervantes (author of Don Quijote), Picasso, Frida Khalo or Salvador Dali. Maupassant, 
·  Review of a type of music or dance. You could research on a type of music that is particular in a Spanish spoken country and write a review about it. For example: Flamenco music and dance in Spain; Tango music and dance in Argentina; Ballenato in Colombia and Venezuela; Rancheras in Mexico; Salsa in Cuba and Puerto Rico.
